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ABSTRACT

The plans for preservation and management of the objects of the immovable cultural heritage, although
conceived as a requirement of the internationally established principles for preservation of the world
monuments in the Convention for the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage in Bulgaria are
part of the legal protection from 2009 with the entry into force of the Cultural Heritage Act. This report will
consider the essence and normative requirements for the elaboration of such plans, such as the territorial and
spatial protection of the most important and valuable cultural monuments / immovable cultural values under
the current Bulgarian legislation. It outlines the range of issues to be addressed with conservation and
management plans and their importance as a comprehensive strategy for long-term conservation. The research
includes the areas of heritage, culture, art, economics, law, infrastructure, the market, new technologies, the
media, government institutions and administration, as well as policymaking, which are all areas linked to the
strategic management and sustainable development of immovable cultural values.
