"ST. GEORGE" CHURCH IN STUDENA - a typical representative of the local construction
and artistic traditions in the XIV - XV CENTURY IN BULGARIA
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ABSTRACT

The report presents the exploration and study of the medieval church "St. George " in the village of
Studena, Pernik region. The documentation, analysis and evaluation of this surviving archaeological,
architectural and artistic monument (immovable cultural treasure / ICT), falling under the category of
"national importance" outline the typological image which prevailed in the western region of Bulgaria
during the period between the XIV - XV century. Although modest in size, the temple is an
architectural work of art both in terms of architectonic unity and proportions, which highlights it as a
typological exemplar, not only for Bulgaria. The report also presents a historical survey of the various
interventions on the church over time, as well as outlining the proposed conservation and restoration
works in the form of a coordinated and approved project.
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
