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ABSTRACT

The status of architectural objects as cultural monuments (Cultural Monuments and Museums
Law) or immovable cultural values (at Cultural Heritage Law) is not only displayed so they can be
placed under protection, but also for the purpose of assessing their significance and cultural value
according to categories ranging from "of global importance" to "for inquiry". The category of each
site reflects its place in the list of national cultural heritage according to its importance and preserved
authenticity and integrity. This category also indicates the permissible level of intervention within the
activities that are mandatory for the preservation of its cultural value.

Conservation of immovable cultural heritage is done in the public interest. As far as the
conservation and restoration activities necessary for long-term preservation and exhibition of objects
of architectural heritage increase maintenance expenses and burden site owners with very high costs,
it is necessary to derive a formula, which takes into account the social importance of each individual
(Cultural Monument/ Immovable Cultural Heritage Site). We need the public to recognize the
conservation of architectural heritage as part of national security because it promotes awareness of
identity, brings historical rights to the people and represent the country through its culture to the
civilized world.

What follows is to introduce an assessment of how big are the public significance and utilitarian
value of each individual object of cultural heritage and what should be the responsibility of the state
to protect this public significance, expressed in financial terms and / or through specific commitments.
In this respect definite objectives, priorities and instruments for the protection of cultural heritage
should be derived, i.e. to establish consistent policies for the evaluation of cultural resources as
economic resources, as well as policies and concrete actions for its preservation. Such a policy should
clearly define the role of the state, municipalities and businesses, as well as of each individual owner
in the long run, as well as the forms of regulation and partnership.
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
