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THROUGH INTEGRATED CONSERVATION
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SUMMARY
The protection of the site of immovable cultural heritage includes activities such as conservation,
exhibition and socialization. The goal of all these activities is to protect the authenticity of the heritage
sites, to showcase the knowledge of past epochs which they bare and to present them in an appropriate
manner in from of the society. While the main activity should be the daily maintenance of these sites,
all other activities should be taken into consideration as well with a clear idea how and in what order
they should be carried out and what kinds of specialists need to be involved. Those specialists usually
are included in interdisciplinsry teams, different for each site and derending on the characteristics and
state of all elements, as well as on the surrounding environment. A central question is how to find the
funding necessary for the carrying out of such activities.
As far as the conservation of cultural and particularly architectural heritage develops as an activity
that is in the interest of society, the problems of conservation are constantly in the focus of the national
and the international community. A main aim and responsibility is the protection of the original
message of the past. The more comprehensive and all-encompassing the exhibition of the different
forms of cultural heritage in unison — movable, immovable, tangible and intangible, the fuller our
knowledge, and respectively pride, of the achievements of our forefathers will be. Such and innovative
concept for the conservation of tangible and intangible cultural heritage is the concept of integrated
conservation where the activities of planning, coordination, financing and management are achieved
through conservation and management plans (CMP).
Although small, the Bulgarian experience in applying the national policy for conservation of cultural
heritage through CMP, needs to be shared and popularized in order to multiply good practices.
