The review was prepared according to the scientific jury approval order 

N:00621/13.09.2022, the decision of the meeting of the Scientific jury and the order 

of appointment ofreviev.ers N:00639/20.09.2022 of the Rector of the Higher School 

of Civil Engineering (VSLJ) "Lyuben Karavelov" - Sofia. 

The PhD Thesis of architect Valentina Edreva is in a total of 315 pages, 

including main text, cont mis, notes and appendices. The main work consists of 204 



pages. There are 147 illustrations and figures, including author's diagrams (9), 

photographs (13), tables (9). The dissertation is accompanied by the necessary set 

of documents and evidence (according to the Bulgarian La,v and according to the 

Rules of the Higher School of Civil Engineering "Lyuben Karavelov" - Sofia). All 

necessary procedural requirements and legal provisions have been complied with. 

An abstract in Bulgarian and English, containing 51 pages, was submitted. It 

fully and correctly reflects the content and contributions of the dissertation work. 

Ten scientific publications on the subject of the dissertation have been 

declared. One of them has been published in a bilingual collection in nvo languages. 

One of the articles is in English. The remaining eight are in Bulgarian, with 

summaries in English. The publications are in collections of university conferences 

at Higher School of Ci, 1 Engineering (VSU) "Lyuben Karavelov" - Sofia, Varna 

Free University "Cherno"izets Hrabar", as well as in a thematic scientific collection 

of international organizations (UNESCO) and scientific forums. I admit that the total 

number and quality of the publications are sufficient and meet the requirements. 

Arch. Valentina Edreva graduated in architecture from VISI (now UACEG, 

Bulgaria) in 1975. After graduation, her work experience was dedicated to the 

Preservation of Architecture and took place mainly in the National Institute of the 

Culture Monuments (no" the National Institute for Immovable Cultural Heritage). 

She was dealing with n.:storation, adaptation and display of archaeological and 

architectural monuments and was working on cultural, religious, museum, public 

and residential buildings in the districts of Sliven, Yambo) and Burgas. She 

participated in the design of urban development plans, in an assignment for the CMP 

of Old Nessebar and the Report (1st part) of the CMP for the Boyan Church. Since 

1994 she was an inspector in the The National Institute for Immovable Cultural 



Heritage. and successive y holds the positions: a chief inspector, chief expert and 

responsible for the cultural historical heritage of Sofia, Koprivshtitsa, Kotel, 

Medven, Sliven, Yarnbol and Burgas; head of the "Western Bulgaria" department. 

She is a member of the J xpert Council ofNJPC (NJNKN) and the Expert Council 

of Sofia Municipality. 

Since 2008 architect Valentina Edreva teaches at "Lyuben Karavelov" VSU. 

She is a member of thL Chamber and the Union of the Bulgarian Architects, 

ICOMOS, the NGO "Cultural Heritage Forum", and the Union of Filmmakers. 

I consider the relevance and significance of the topic of the presented 

dissertation high and ckarly shown. The problems of heritage preservation, and 

especially the preservation of the architectural heritage in Bulgaria, are well known 

both by the general publiL and the expert circles. However, the professional analysis 

and evaluationc in the field are not widespread. Scientific approach and research, as 

well as proposals for possible solutions, are also rare. In this regard, the quality and 

detail of the work of architect Valentina Edreva are important and noticeable.The 

thesis will support studies in several directions and fully corresponds to the specifics 

and importance of the chosen theme. 

The dissertation is focused on the territorial approach to conservation, 

examining the scope and application of Conservation and Management Plans 

(CMPs). The historical development of the forms of preservation of the architectural 

heritage (as part of the cultural-historical one) is examined and selected significant 

cases are studied. 

The aim of the PhD work is the creation of a "model of professional measures 

and interventions, a methodology for the physical protection of architectural 



monuments and protected areas, for continuous monitoring by interdisciplinary 

teams, for presentation and promotion to the public", as well as the constitution of a 

"universal strategy to involve the local population in the preservation of the 

architectural heritage, as part of the "shared cultural space" based on the 

Conservation and Management Plans". 

The research methods are based on systematic and comparative analysis. A 

chronological tracing of the approaches to the preservation of the heritage in a 

regional and global plan in the 20th and 21st centuries was carried out, social 

interactions with the processes and activities of preservation in Bulgaria were also 

studied. An overview of the legal framework in the area was made, the types of 

territorial protection were discussed. Selected examples of territorial planning 

protection with management plans from national and world practice are examined. 

I consider the used methods to be logical and appropriate to the goal, the tasks 

and context of the study. 

The dissertation is organized in an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion 

and appendices. 

The Jntroduct01y Part is used to explain the methods, the scope, aims and 

tasks of the research, as well as the arrangement of the thesis. Meanings of key terms 

used in the text are also indicated. 

The object of the research (tangible immovable cultural heritage) is placed in 

a proper historical, archnectural and social context in the First Chapter of the 

dissertation. The basic concepts and approaches in the preservation of the cultural-

historical heritage are analyzed, the attitude towards them in the country after the 

Liberation until today 1s periodized, the existing normative restrictions and 

organizations are summarized. The specifics of architecture as a fo1111 of heritage is 



analyzed. Inconsistencies and unsynchronized legislative norms towards the 

internationally issued documents are revealed. As in the previous chapter. 

summarized conclusions are prepared regarding the aim of the dissertation. 

On the basis of the reviewed material, in the Fourth Chapter proposals for 

conservation models for he relevant types of cultural and historical heritage sites 

and the development, approval and entry into force of Conservation and 

Management Plans in the country have been synthesized. Their time and typological 

frames, the conservatior activities and actors are defined. Guidelines for the 

improvement of the national conservation system in terms of territorial and legal 

protection are presented. For me, the shown guidelines for risk management and 

control of the objects and the implementation of the plans, as well as the guidelines 

for the socialization of the monuments, are particularly important. 

In the thesis Conclusion, the studies carried out are summarized, in relation to 

the stated aims and obJectives, and also the results and contributions of the 

dissertation work are stated. 

The bibliography of the dissertation lists 91 titles, of which 71 are texts in 

Bulgarian, and 20 in English and French. Given the high specificity of the topic 

under consideration. I be.ievc that the cited literature is generally well chosen in 

terms of the normative literature, the Bulgarian scientific tradition in the field of 

conservation, as well as i1 the international research scope. 

A short but comprehensive glossary of abbreviations has been developed in 

the appendix. Numerous llustrations of the objects under consideration are given 

there too. Also shown an. schematic representations of conservation organizations 

and algorithms, as well as models of some conservation and management plans. Of 

high additional value to me are the summarized "Comparative table of the examined 

examples in Europe with a management plan" and the comprehensive, much-needed 



"Proposal for an ethical / moral / code in the activity of preservation of immovable 

cultural heritage". 

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the work follow, but also 

somewhat exceed the fulf1llment of the set goals. I find the stated contributions valid 

and convincingly substantiated. The model of territorial planning protection derived 

in the dissertation includc5 adequate and clearly defined tools for overall sustainable 

conservation, but also for ·11anagement, development and socialization of the objects 

of the architectural heritage in their environment. A theoretical model for the 

protection of all traces of the tangible and intangible cultural and natural heritage for 

each place through Conservation and Management Plans has also been derived. 

The chronological study of the legal frameworks in the area and the proposed 

periodization; the study of economic, social, technical, etc. factors, the analysis of 

contemporary trends in conservation; the proposals for definitions of concepts, and 

for clarifying and supplementing the normative base, as well as the developed code 

of ethics, are of great importance both for the scientific and the practical 

development in regards "ith cultural values and heritage. 

The collected photographic and tabular material is an additional scientific 

asset of the thesis. 

In an overall assessment of the development, the extensive experience of the 

doctoral student in consLrvation activities, as well as her participation in expert 

commissions of the Ministry of Culture and the Ministry of Regional Development, 

which developed proposals for the current regulatory framework, must also be taken 

into account. This reinforLes the depth and relevance of the solutions it offers. 



also examined in detail. [n addition, the phases of protection of the territories in 

interaction with the society are followed. 

In the first part of the Second Chapter, the current laws, norms and rules 

regarding work with arch tectural heritage are systematized. They include the well-

known international documents and bodies, but also Bulgarian national normative 

documents in conservation, as well as the legal regulation of territorial protection. 

In the second part of the Second Chapter, the types of elements of the cultural and 

historical heritage are traced, as well as the types of the territorial protection. 

Selected cases from wmld and national practice are analyzed in detail, such as 

"Borders of the Roman Er1pire", "Neolithic Monument in Orkin", "Bojana Church", 

"Ancient City of Nessebar", "City of Weimar", "Mont Saint Michel". "Old and the 

new city of Edinburgh'. as well as 'The historic center of St. Petersburg and its 

associated cultural monuments'. Through them, the possibilities of conservation and 

management plans are e>..plored in different geographical. economic, political, etc. 

conditions, as well as in relation to the relevant visual and real scales of the territory 

The conclusion that the selected "cases examined are prominent tourist 

destinations and the organization of tourist routes is part of the PU" is particularly 

important today. bearing m mind the constant antagonism of oppinions in the public 

space, regarding the future of Bulgarian architectural heritage and the visitors, and 

also the lack of a comprehensive strategy for the management and conservation. The 

analysis of concepts such as "buffer zone", "skyline", "visual axes. silhouettes and 

panoramas" in relation t< the future development of urban areas adjacent to the 

protected objects and territories is also valuable. 

In the Third Chapl£ r. the forms and processes of the territorial protection of 

the cultural-historical heritage from the end of the 20 th century to the present day is 

studied. The available international methodology is examined and the state of 

territorial protection in Bulgaria, the active factors and problematic situations are 



Due to the qualitY and successful systematization of the work, the mam 

recommendation for the doctoral student is the publication of the dissertation, as 

well as the popularization of its results in scientific communities in other languages. 

In the future edition, I would recommend putting the classification of the nonnative 

base (now part of the second chapter), in a separate appendix. Other notes are: the 

need to justify the choice of the term "context" over the possible "aspect" in the first 

chapter, as well as the merging of the footnotes and the bibliography into one block. 

In the future comprehensive publication, it is also possible to expand the 

examples with regional (Balkan) practices. 

However, these recommendations should by no means be seen as critical; they 

do not detract in the least from the high value of the dissertation. 

As a whole, the dissertation is of great relevance to the chosen field and would 

generate interest not only among scholars with different perspectives and goals, but 

also among heritage conservation practitioners as well as interested citizens. 

Given the above, I give my positive assessment of the research done and 

propose to the respected scientific jury to award architect Valentina Edreva the 

educational and scientific degree Doctor - PhD in the scientific specialty 02.17.02 

"Conservation, restoration and adaptation of culture monuments" in professional 

direction 5.7. Architectu.e, Civil Engineering and Geodesy. for her dissertation
